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Letter from Nancy
Dear All

Lent starts this month, with an Ash
Wednesday service on 18" February at
10.30am. This Ash Wednesday service has
real depth and meaning. It is usually very well
attended and significant for the people who
come.

Ash Wednesday encourages us to self-reflection and to examine our
behaviours, priorities and values. Sin, confession and repentance are not
fashionable words we hear much in the culture of the world today. But they
are part of the deep inheritance of wisdom in our Christian faith that are part
of what it means to be human.

We live connected with each other by woven threads of relationships, and we
fail each other all the time, like an old, knitted blanket with stains and holes
from moths, dropped stitches and broken threads.

On Ash Wednesday we pause and take responsibility for our actions. We
acknowledge that where we have made poor choices we have to live with the
consequences.

On Ash Wednesday we begin a process of renewal by turning away from sin
and turning to Christ. We don't ignore sin, pretend it's not there; we don't find
excuses for sin or find someone to blame. We acknowledge that we have all
sinned and fall short of the glory of God. We turn to Christ who bears the
weight of human guilt, shame and regret on our
behalf.

With absolution through the risen Christ, the
weight is lifted from us, and we are set free and .
given newness of life. our actions.




On Ash Wednesday we take communal responsibility for the brokenness of
human life. We ‘mind the gap’ between how things are now and how they
could be with God'’s healing and wholeness. We recognise our mortality and
human frailty and limitation.

"Remember that you are dust and to dust you shall return.
Turn away from sin and be faithful to Christ."

We receive God’s absolution and turn anew to Christ from whom flows mercy,
grace and freedom. In Christ all things are made new.

My Musical

Memories

Cherry Smith looks back on a
lifetime of loving music

‘In my heart there rings a melody ... of love’. This is my very earliest musical
memory! | can vividly recall singing this chorus in church when | was very
young, and before | started school. It’snot a hymn I've heard anywhere
else. Both words and music were written by Elton Roth, an American, in 1924.

Other very early musical memories include ‘Jesus wants me for a sunbeam to
shine for him each day. In every way try to please Him, at home at school at
play.” And “Joy! Joy! Joy! with joy my heart is ringing: Joy! Joy! Joy! His love to
me is known; My sins are all forgiven, I'm on my way to heaven, My heart is
bubbling over with His Joy! Joy! Joy!’

Also, ‘Build on the Rock, the Rock that ever stands. Oh, build on the Rock, and
not upon the sands; You need not fear the storms or the earthquake
shock. You’re safe for ever more if you build on the Rock.” We used to make the
building shake when we stamped and shouted the word ‘shock’!



After | joined the church choir, | vividly remember the excitement | felt about
singing the Ripieno part inBach’s ‘St Matthew Passion’ (in English of
course) with the grown-ups and an orchestra! We sang from the gallery, sowe
were sort of out of sight when we weren’t singing!

‘O Lamb of God, most holy, who on the cross didst languish... our every grief
Thou sharest...have mercy on us.’

At Senior School, our performance of Mozart’s ‘Requiem’ with professional
soloists and orchestra was the musical highlight of my time there. | will never
forget the boys’ vigorous singing of ‘Rex tremenda majestatis’!

Meanwhile, | continued to sing in the church choir and every Good Friday, as
part of athree-hour Service, we would sing ‘The Crucifixion’ by John
Stainer, with both tenor and bass soloists and organ
accompaniment. The congregation was included in the ‘performance’
because they would join in the hymns.

Since then, my musical journey has been an extensive one, and very varied. It
has included operettas, serious opera, choral music, quartets, duets and
solos. ButIshall never forget how it all began — with choruses sung with gusto
in a little church in Pietermaritzburg.

What about you? Do you have happy musical memories? If you don’t sing or
play an instrument, do you enjoy listening to live music? What about church
music e.g. hymns, anthems, organ solos etc?

Supporting music atSt. Oswald’s (and elsewhere, of course)is
good both for performers and audience alike, and who knows what musical
memories it might create or revive for you!

‘I can resist everything but temptation’ (Oscar Wilde). During Lent we
remember Jesus’ experience in the wilderness (Matthew 4:1-11), when ‘He
was led by the Spirit to be tempted by the devil.” (1). Temptation is a test of
whether we do things our way or God’s way. After 40 days of fasting Jesus was
tired, hungry and vulnerable. Like Him, the Devil will attack us at our most
venerable moments, especially when we are stressed.

The first temptation was to turn stones into bread: Jesus’ ministry was not
about putting His own needs first, but being nourished by God’s word. ‘We do
not live by bread alone but by every word that comes from the mouth of God’
(Deuteronomy 8:3). Like Jesus, we need to make God our priority and trust Him
completely.

The second temptation was to put God to the test: Jumping off the Temple
pinnacle would have been a dramatic way for Jesus to gain popularity, but this
was not God’s way! ‘Do not put the Lord your God to the test.” (Deuteronomy
6:16). We too need to learn this lesson!

The third temptation was to worship Satan: The devil took Jesus up a
mountain to offer Him worldly power. In contrast, His calling as Messiah was
to be marked by suffering and honouring God. ‘Worship the Lord your God and
serve Him only’ (Deuteronomy 6:13). This is to be our experience of living for
God.

Jesus stands with us in our temptations. As we claim the promises of Scripture,
like Him, we will find strength in the Spirit’s power and the victory of the Cross.
‘Since Jesus Himself has endured being tempted, He is able to help those who
are tempted.’ (Hebrews 2:18)

‘If you look at the world, you'll be distressed. If you look within, you'll be
depressed. But if you look at Christ, you'll be at rest!” (Corrie Ten Boom).



Memories of Sunday school

If the topic ‘Sunday school’ were to crop up in casual conversation, depending
on who it was you were talking to, people will probably react in a variety of
ways.

An older person may remember going to Sunday school as a child, whereas a
young to middle aged adult may not be familiar with the term, or if they are to
assume it to be something from the dim and distant past. That latter sentiment
is a fair one to make, as Bollington no longer has any purpose-built Sunday
schools.

The so-called ‘Big” Sunday School was sited where the Civic Hall now stands. It

was erected in 1861 at a cost of £2,000, and was also used as a cookery centre

and technical school and for public entertainment — apparently it could hold

900 people The Methodist Sunday School was converted to use as the Arts
L Centre in 1984.

My memories of Sunday school are good
ones. My family emigrated to Canada in
the mid-1950’s, where we lived for about
six years before returning to the UK. We
lived on the outskirts of Montreal and
there was no ‘R.E. at the school |
attended, but the church my parents
started going to had a Sunday school, so |
was enrolled there.

| enjoyed going and eagerly looked
forward to the magazine given out each
week. It was a kind of comic based on
religious themes. Being one of nature’s
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hoarders I still have them! Back in England when | was a bit older | started going
to a local Covenanter group held on Sunday afternoons.

There were other similar groups, for example the Crusaders. They were run by
volunteers from local churches or the community and although | did not fully
appreciate it at the time, looking back | feel a great sense of gratitude for those
people, giving up a big chunk of their weekend in an effort to instil sound
biblical teaching into a sometimes resistant young mind!

These groups also held sporting events, had football teams and summer
camps. The Covenanters had several camps - Criccieth in Wales and Polzeath
in Cornwall being just a couple.

With the passing of Sunday School
as an institution, and with changes
in society such that a secular
lifestyle is in some ways the default
position, it becomes more
important that our young people
continue to have a chance to hear
about, and learn something of the
basis of Christianity.

It is still often said that we in Britain
are a Christian country, and of course historically that is not in dispute, but it
is becoming more and more difficult to maintain that tradition. Here in
Bollington, we are very lucky to have two primary schools run by the Church
of England.

Our vicar, Nancy, and our curate, Jenny, play a crucial role here, and this is
something we must be extremely thankful for.

If anyone reading this has any memories of Sunday school, whether in
Bollington or elsewhere, it would be most interesting to hear about them.
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Peter was born and grew up in Coventry. After school he joined the territorials
as a boy soldier, although when war broke out, he was too young to go to
France.

But in 1943 he grabbed an opportunity to join a new battalion of Glider Pilots.
After qualifying, his squadron was among others who were seconded to the 9t
troop carrier command United States Airforce liaison.

In 1944 Peter was part of operation Varsity flying to Germany towed by a
Hercules aircraft. He was co-pilot that day, when they were hit and crash
landed on the wrong side of the Rhine. Yet, having been thrown out of the
cockpit they managed to escape. And after the war ended, Peter re-enlisted
back into the Royal Artillery at Woolwich as a career soldier.

He married Gina on 21 July 1945, after meeting her on a station platform in
Coventry. She had been going on leave, and he was going back to camp. They
went on to have two daughters.

In 1958 Peter came out of the army and into civy street. The family moved to
Hazel Grove, and Peter became a typewriter salesman for Remington Rand in
Manchester. His biggest sale was to sell all the typewriters to Granada TV -
when they set up their studio in Manchester!

Peter then decided to leave sales, in order to start up a wastepaper business
of his own in Adlington, and then in Bollington.

It was then that Peter stood for election to the Bollington Town Council. He
went on to become Mayor of Bollington and later Mayor of Macclesfield.

He was proud to have held these two offices, and took a very active part in
attending activities and helping people.

By 2014 Gina’s health was failing, and they purchased a summer house so they
could sit and enjoy their beautiful garden. Dad dedicated himself to taking care
of Gina, and she passed away peacefully in August 2016.

He was now completely lost, until one of his daughters suggested he ask Dean
Valley School about reading with the younger children. Peter went for an
interview, and was given two afternoons a week. Off he would go on his
scooter. He managed to do this for nine years, building a good rapport with
both the pupils and staff.

He won a over 90’s National Writing competition and was awarded a tree
which is planted in the school grounds. He also contributed to the play area.

In 2022 he was listed in the New Years Honours at the grand age of 100. At first
he thought it was a scam, but then realised it wasn’t. Yet another highlight in
his life. He insisted on it being awarded to him at the school.

Once he got to be 100, and had appeared on the BBC following the
announcement of being awarded a BEM for his work with children, the
publicity that created was amazing. The BBC had such a huge response to the
interview it appeared on every news slot that day, they then came back to film
him and all at the school. We had many letters from around the world.

Then came the requests for Peter to be interviewed regarding his military
history, which again the BBC filmed. His history is now in several publications.
Manchester airport also held a special service there for his 100™" Birthday
with a reception after in the Concorde suite.

Last year, after many times trying, Peter finally got a military helicopter to fly
onto the school field on a cold half-term day . Another highlight!

Peter was continually thinking of new things he could do. He filled his life with

care and consideration for others, and what a life he had. But as he would say:
“I'm just plain old Pete Davies!”
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Well, 2025 wasn’t a particularly good year, but it wasn’t too bad either. |
reached my early teens, though my birthday wasn’t celebrated in any way.
Life continued fairly much as usual, with days being spent in the company of
my many companions, and varying little in length. | didn’t really notice a huge
variation in temperature either, though sometimes | did feel a bit hot under
the collar; quite a lot of us to one room can have that effect!

We were only one day into 2026 when something most unusual happened.
Several of us were prepared for travel, no packing necessary, which was a good
thing as we weren’t given any notice, but bundled up in groups of five and
taken outside into the dark. As we got into the car, all | heard was talk of a
fresh start, which | didn’t know | needed, but | did say 2025 wasn’t a
particularly good year, so maybe the plan was for 2026 to be good, or at least
better!

However, the signs weren’t looking promising as it was cold and dark, the only
comfort being that | wasn’t on my own. The journey was quite long and none
of us knew where we were going. Eventually, we stopped and | thought we had
arrived at our destination, but | was wrong. Soon we were taken to yet another
car, for yet another journey - though this time it wasn’t too long before we
stopped again.

This time, though, it seemed we had arrived at our final destination. All five of
us were taken to our new accommodation: a much smaller room than the one
we had left, with minimal light and no heat and it was the 2" January!! If this
was the fresh start, then | preferred the old one, thank you very much. But at
least there was food and water, and the place was clean. Food and water were
replenished, but the door wasn’t opened, though there were sounds of other
friends outside, which were reassuring even though we couldn’t see them.

| came across this rather coffee-stained book in our house just recently with
my father’s signature inside the front cover. | think my mother (probably the
cause of coffee stains) must have given the book to Elaine at some time. As my
father died in 1948, it must have been in the family all this time. | have only
just read it now.

Published posthumously in 1936, the book is set in the fictional South Riding
of Yorkshire, inspired by the life of the author’s mother Alice Holtby who was
the first alderwoman on the East Riding County Council. It has a cast list of
about 150 characters rather like that for Shakespeare play, which is useful as
so many characters are involved.

It describes the everyday problems of life in the area during the depression of
the 1930s - poverty, sickness, schools, isolation, mental health, and how the
council is trying to deal with them. The story is centred round the interaction
between the ‘first women alderman’, the impoverished squire and the new
ambitious headmistress of the local girl’s secondary school.

The book was extremely popular (my copy was the 17" impression in
November 1941) and adapted for cinema in1938 starring Ralph Richardson as
the squire. Two television series (1974 and 2011) and a radio version (1999)
have since been made.

Winifred Holty was born at Rudston, in the East Riding of Yorkshire in 1898 into
a wealthy farming family. In 1919 she attended Somerville College Oxford after
a short time with the Women’s Army Auxiliary Corps in France at the end of
the First World war.

At Oxford she met Vera Brittain, a fellow student and later the author of the
novel ‘Testament of Youth’, and after graduating they moved together to a

house in London hoping to establish themselves as writers.
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Holtby wrote several books of fiction, criticism (of Virginia Woolf), sociology
and poetry. She died in 1935 aged 37 having been diagnosed with Bright’s
disease four years earlier. She spent these remaining years putting all her
energy into South Riding which became her most famous book.
